RUNNING FORM FIELD RECOGNITION ON AN EXISTING STATIC FORM 
If you have an existing form, you can manually create interactive fields or you can let Acrobat try to identify the fields.  Although this procedure is rarely 100% accurate, it will save you some time.  (It works well with textboxes.)  For this exercise, we will use the file named picnic_exercise.pdf.  
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Click Forms | Run Form Field Recognition.  Close the left task pane, and then click Highlight Fields.  

Before editing form controls, you should have your forms toolbar available.  (See handout.)  Because you want to modify textboxes, you will need to click the Text Field icon on your toolbar.  You will see each text field identified by Acrobat.  The names of the fields are sometimes problematic!  And you will need to change some textboxes to other types of controls.   Doubleclick each textbox to make the necessary corrections.
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
