TO SAVE DATA IN THEIR PDF FILES
Ordinarily, users of the free Adobe Reader can save only a blank copy of an interactive pdf form.  However, in Acrobat 8, the creator of the form can enable a website visitor to save the data in a filled-in form (in Reader 7 and 8).
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Choose Advanced | Enable Usage  Rights In Adobe Reader. 
Read the instructions that appear, and then click Save Now. 
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The foloing features wil become avaiable fo ths document when opened in
the free Adobe Reader.

-Save form data (fr a filable POF form only)

- Commenting and crawing mark-up tools

-Sign an exsting signature fild

~Digtaly sign the document anywhere on the page (only supported in Adobe
Reader 8.0)

Note: Once Reader Enabled, certain functons, such as editing document
content or nserting and deleting pages, wil be restricted.




NOTE:  These extended rights are limited to the current pdf form. When you create another pdf form, you must perform this task again if you want to enable your website visitors to save their own filled-in copies of that PDF form.

Also included in these extended rights are two more options:  the ability to add comments and to use the typewriter tool.
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
