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CHANGING THE DEFAULT OPENING APPLICATION FOR PDF FILES:  ACROBAT OR READER



If the application is not listed, click CHOOSE PROGRAM.





Scroll to locate and select the program.  (If it is not located in this list, click BROWSE.  Go to PROGRAM FOLDERS and locate the executable file for the application you want.)





If you want to change the default opener, click ALWAYS USE THE SELECTED PROGRAM TO OPEN THIS KIND OF FILE.  If you do not select this option, then you will just over-ride the default temporarily.








When you open Acrobat, you will notice the task pane at the right of your screen.  The task pane (default) is unnecessary, so you will probably want to deselect the option to show it at startup.  We will NOT use the task pane in this class.





If you have Acrobat installed on your computer, the default opener for a pdf file on your computer is Acrobat (unless you changed the default during installation). In a Windows folder, when you doubleclick the icon of a file, that file is opened in its default opening application.  You can change the default opener of pdf files or temporarily over-ride the default.





In Windows XP, rightclick any pdf file.  





Select OPEN WITH and select the desired application if it is listed.








The default opener for a pdf file on a website is Adobe Reader; the default opener for pdf files on your computer can be Reader or Acrobat.
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
