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These examples from BASIC SHAPES illustrate the way you use all the options under AUTOSHAPES.  Most of the attributes discussed here also apply to objects created with the drawing tools.

On the drawing toolbar, click the down-arrow to the right of the fill (paint bucket) icon.
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To find more color options, click MORE FILL COLORS.  Click FILL EFFECTS to explore many more options like texture, pattern, and gradient.
