CREATING GRIDLINES FOR STUDENT WORK
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On the Drawing toolbar, click Draw | Grid.

Gridlines will not print; they are intended to help you arrange your graphic objects.  To print out grids for student work, take a screen snapshot, paste it into a document, and crop it as desired.  (See handout on cropping.)
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If you want your students to be able to type data into a cell . . .


 


Table | Insert …Table





Make sure that the column width is a fixed attribute of .25.  (Don’t know why!)





AutoFormat | Table Grid.
