The most difficult part of adding a watermark is selecting an appropriate image to appear behind appropriate text.

After you have created a watermark (in the third way), you may have some difficulty entering text until you get used to the procedure.  Remember that lines must be created first in order to create text.  Use the Enter key to move the insertion point. 

Even though bold text is sometimes more readable in front of an image, don’t be tempted to make everything bold.

REPEAT: The most difficult part of adding a watermark is selecting an appropriate image to appear behind appropriate text.

Watermarks are sometimes very effective on flyers and short letters; however, if a watermark contributes to clutter on the page, it detracts attention from what is most important: the content.

At some point, you will remember the old saying: Just because you CAN do something doesn’t mean you SHOULD.
