CREATING SPECIAL EFFECTS
WITH THE PICTURE TUBE TOOL
The most difficult part of using this component is locating the picture tube add-in files on the Internet and getting them downloaded into your version of Paint Shop Pro.  Corel apparently has decided to package and sell this previously free component.  Well, it’s still free if you know where to look.  When you install PSP, download all the free content you can locate as part of that installation.  Afterwards, you can look in Corel’s knowledge base for help, or try googling something like “Paint Shop Pro picture tubes.”  You’ll get over a million hits!  Here’s a hit that demonstrates the need for tinyurl.com:

When you download and install these files, just make sure you install them in Paint Shop Pro.  There’s a designated folder in the Corel Paint Shop Pro folder for picture tubes.

1.  Click the New icon on the toolbar and set the dimensions of your new image as 600 x 600 pixels.

2.  Click the Picture Tube icon (on the left vertical toolbar) and then the drop-down arrow in the Tool Options palette (toolbar) to select the design category.

Drag the mouse pointer on the document, or click the mouse where you want an image.  (You will have very little control over which one of several images will appear and where it will be placed.)
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
