CREATING A TEXT OBJECT – ACTIVITY
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1.  Click the New Image icon on the toolbar and make the following selections:





2.  Click the Text tool icon and make the following selections on the Text Palette as illustrated below.  (The arrows indicate that additional options are available.)





3.  Click in the new image window and then enter the text in the Text Entry box.  Apply.  Using the four-headed arrow, bring the text into the window.  


4.  Click Effects | 3D Effects | Drop Shadow.  Change the vertical and horizontal offsets to 5.


5.  Click Selections | Select None.


6. Crop to remove the blank space around the text and shadow.


7.  Check to see if the image needs adjustment by copying and pasting it into a Word or FrontPage document.  Adjust and save.


8.  Repeat step 1.  Fill the rectangle with a color.


9.  Click Effects | 3D Effects | Buttonize.  Add text.  Change the color to black.  Experiment with fonts, sizes, and effects.
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
