CREATING A WEBSITE WITH A TEMPLATE 

IN FRONTPAGE 2003 – Exercise 1
The name/folder for your new website will be trialweb1. 
Open FrontPage. Click FILE | NEW.  In the task pane on the right, click MORE . . TEMPLATES.  

In the WEB SITE TEMPLATES dialog box, always check the location that FP wants for your new website.  (Sometimes you will have to change it.)  The path of this website will be 
c:\Documents and Settings\user\My Documents\My Web Sites\trialweb1.  
Click BROWSE and navigate to My Documents and then My Web Sites.  
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Select your new folder and click OPEN.

In the WEB SITE TEMPLATES dialog box, doubleclick PERSONAL WEB SITE.



When you use the PERSONAL WEB template, FrontPage will create these folders and files for you.





Notice that your new web folder now has a symbol in it—the symbol of a FP web.





Open the homepage, index.htm, and click the PREVIEW IN BROWSER icon on the toolbar.  Explore the pages.
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FP will dump all your new files into the My Web Sites folder unless you create a pattern of naming your website files.  In the NEW WEB SITE LOCATION dialog box, click the NEW FOLDER icon (or rightclick an empty space and select NEW…FOLDER).  Name the new folder trialweb1.
