CREATING A WEBSITE
IN FRONTPAGE 2003 – Exercise 2

This exercise shows alternate routes for some of the steps used in Exercise 1.  Open My Documents.  Open My Web Sites. Rightclick an empty spot in the folder and select NEW  | FOLDER. Name the new folder trialweb2.  Notice that the new folder is plain; it does not have a symbol on it.  
Open FrontPage.  If the task pane appears on the right, click ONE PAGE WEB.  If this option is not available on the task pane, click MORE . . .TEMPLATES to locate the ONE PAGE WEB icon.  (If the task pane does not appear, click FILE | NEW.)

Click BROWSE.  Navigate to your new folder and click OPEN.  C:\Documents and Settings\user\My Documents\My Web Sites\trialweb2 is the path. (At some point, FP will notice a pattern and remember it, as well as the location of your websites.  FP will even display an error message when the pattern is disrupted.)
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Doubleclick the ONE PAGE WEB icon.






When you use the EMPTY WEB template, FrontPage creates these folders for you—but no pages.





You will need to create all the pages.  To create a page from scratch, click 


Blank Page in the task pane OR


New Blank Document icon on the toolbar





To create a new page from a FP template, click Page Templates.








Notice that your web folder now has a symbol on it—the symbol of a FP web.





FP will soon recognize your naming pattern.
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
