In FrontPage, when you doubleclick an image on a webpage to open the Picture Properties box, you should be able to click GENERAL |  EDIT to open your image-editing program. 

In Internet Explorer, when you want to view the source code of somebody’s webpage, go to VIEW | SOURCE.  Notepad should be configured as your plain text editor.  If you can’t view the source in Notepad, you may need to tell FrontPage.

To configure FrontPage so that it opens the helpers you want, click TOOLS | OPTIONS | CONFIGURE EDITORS and identify the application(s).
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If you check the OPEN WEB PAGES IN THE OFFICE APPLICATION . . . , a page created in Excel and converted to html will open in Excel, not FrontPage.  You will need to experiment to see if this matters to you.
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
