CREATING A NEW FREE WEBSITE ACCOUNT 
(WITH FRONTPAGE EXTENSIONS)
You will need a webmail account to set up your free website account.  If you do not have a webmail account that you can access during this class (like MCSD WebMail), you can watch somebody else or quickly create a Yahoo email account. 
In Internet Explorer, go to Netfirms at http://www.netfirms.com.  At the bottom of the page, click FREE WEB HOSTING and then on the gold button SIGN UP NOW.  In the next window—although you may want to check on domain names for your new account—right now click I PREFER A FREE NETFIRMS SUB-DOMAIN.  (This company, like GeoCities, offers you a free service in the hope that you will buy a domain name and upgrade your web-hosting account.)
In the next window, type in your website’s name (no caps, no spaces).  Follow this pattern:  mulliganhigh.  (Your website address would be mulliganhigh.netfirms.com.)  Click SEARCH to make sure that this name is available.  Check to make sure that your order totals zero and click CONTINUE.  Fill out the contact information, using correct capitalization.  Fill out the security question and click the acceptance checkbox.  Click CONTINUE.  Check your final order and click CONTINUE.
After you have created your account, your password will be sent to you—very quickly—by email.  In your webmail account, open your email from NetFirms and print/copy/write your password.  Do not lose this email record of your member name, password, Control Panel URL, FTP address, base folder, and your website address.
Go back to the Netfirms website and log in to your account by clicking the MEMBERS button on the top right.  Click on CHANGE PASSWORD (left side).  Put in a new password that you can remember!  And write it down.  Click on SITE TOOLS (top right), and then click on FRONTPAGE EXTENSIONS (left side, close to top).  Click the button to reset FP extensions.  You’ll notice a black dot in the left column. 
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
