IMPORTING A FILE, FOLDER, OR WEBSITE INTO FRONTPAGE 2003
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1.  If you already have a file/folder/website that you want to bring into a FrontPage environment, you can import it from a folder on your computer's hard drive or (sometimes) from the website.  If you are bringing in a website, you may want to create a new folder inside MY WEBS.  Click FILE | IMPORT.  You will see either the IMPORT dialog box or the IMPORT WEB SITE WIZARD. 


3.  Select the files you do NOT want to import and click REMOVE.  OK.





2.  (If you click FROM SITE, you will see the dialog box below.)  To import from a folder on your hard drive, click ADD FILE/FOLDER and then BROWSE to identify the path.  Click the file/folder and then click OPEN.  Click NEXT.








2.  In the HTTP option, type the URL of the website you want to import.  Click NEXT and follow the logical steps.  Read the options carefully.  You must make sure that the files get placed into the correct folder, so doublecheck your path.





You can use the FTP option if you are not interested in FrontPage extensions.
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
