CREATING SHARED BORDERS IN FRONTPAGE 2003

A shared border is a region on a webpage that is common to one or more pages in a website. A shared border can be a region at the top or bottom of the page (similar to a page header or footer), at the left, or, rarely, at the right. Use shared borders to place the same content on multiple pages in one step, rather than editing each page.  For example, to place a logo at the top of each page in your website, add the graphic to a top shared border.  (NOTE:  WordArt and interactive buttons can NOT be placed in shared borders.)

Shared borders give your pages a consistent look. After you set a shared border, you can add content 
(text, graphics) to it. At any point, you can change or remove the content in a shared border on any page, and all participating pages in your website will automatically change. 

· Add the company logo 

· Add a navigation aid to let customers get to the main sections in your website easily
· Add a website copyright notice 

· Add the date the webpage was last modified

PRELIMINARY EXERCISE

1.  Create a new website in the usual way and name it borders1.  

2.  Click the NEW PAGE icon four times. 
3.  You now have five pages. Save and name each page; one must be named index.htm, but you can save the others by the names of your pets.  Whatever.  Do not take the time to add information for the titlebars or type anything on the pages.
4.  On any one of your five pages, click FORMAT | SHARED BORDERS and select the options illustrated below.  If the shared borders option is not available, it has not been activated on this particular computer.  Click TOOLS | PAGE OPTIONS | AUTHORING and check SHARED BORDERS.  
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Only one shared border scheme (top, left, bottom) can be used in a website, but any page can opt out of the shared borders settings. 





Example: On the MCSD website, the home page does not participate in the shared borders evident in most of the pages of the website. Rationale: The homepage banner is too large to be repeated on each page. (Other non-participating pages are the schools’ profile pages.)





The border scheme of the MCSD website involves only top and bottom borders.  Rationale: The left vertical menu takes up too much space on each page.





Select to apply to most of your website’s pages. pageswebsite.





De-select the global options above and then click Current Page to exclude the page from the shared borders settings.
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
