USING A WEBSITE THEME IN FRONTPAGE 2003
A theme is a set of unified design elements and color schemes that can be applied to one or more pages in your website.  If you apply a theme to the website, it becomes the default; it is automatically applied to any new pages.  If you modify or delete the default theme, the change is applied to all your pages.  You can customize a FrontPage page theme or create your own.  Although some webmasters avoid themes because they can conflict with other effects, the use of a website theme promotes consistency of

· Colors:  A theme's color scheme specifies the color of body text, headings, hyperlinks, page banner text, link bar labels, table borders, and the page background. 

· Graphics:  Some page elements contain graphics, such as the background picture, the page banner, bullets, navigation buttons, and horizontal lines.

· Fonts:  A theme uses specified font styles and sizes for body text and headings.

· Layout:  A theme organizes the content in a specified layout.

Click FORMAT | THEME.  In the task pane on the right, explore the standard themes and select one.  (Users of PowerPoint will quickly recognize the similarity with Design Templates.)
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Check the font family of your theme, and type something to notice the color of the font.  As you add elements to your page, the theme’s default attributes are applied; for example, press Enter a few times and then INSERT | HORIZONTAL LINE.  If you add linkbars (a type of navigation aid), the buttons’ color and shape will reflect your theme.





To remove a theme, click FORMAT | THEME, scroll to the top of the theme options pane, and select NO THEME.  Or select another!





When you click a theme, a dialog box will display other commands.  





Note that you can make this the default theme for the entire website (all future pages).





Click CUSTOMIZE and note the options but do not change anything now.
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
