MAKING THUMBNAILS IN FRONTPAGE 2003
A thumbnail is a small version of a large picture.  In an attempt to facilitate a quick page download, webmasters frequently use a small version of a large picture.  The customer is not forced to wait for the picture to open.  If she wants to see a large version of the picture, she can click the thumbnail or a link to another webpage displaying the larger picture.  Although any image can be re-sized in an image-editing program, FrontPage automatically reduces any image to a pre-set size (height or width) and inserts a hyperlink to the larger picture.  The photo gallery option, which contains layouts for multiple thumbnails, is also a useful component for webpages displaying a large number of pictures.
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To set the defaults for autothumbnails, click TOOLS | PAGE OPTIONS | AUTOTHUMBNAIL.
If you want to put your thumbnails in a table, the fixed dimension should be height, not width.  (Most of my thumbnails are 116 pixels high.)





To make an autothumbnail, insert a picture into your webpage and rightclick it.  Click the AUTOTHUMBNAIL command.  (This command is also available on the PICTURE TOOLBAR.)





In most cases, the larger version of the image will be on another webpage, so you won’t need the automatic hyperlink to the larger picture.  Rightclick the thumbnail, click HYPERLINK PROPERTIES, and then click REMOVE LINK.  Remember to save the new file to the right folder and then upload it when you upload the webpage.
